1 Remove the two nuts above the exhaust manifold holding down the plastic intake duct.  
Remove the engine lifting hook. Drawing A.

2 Remove the rubber flexi hose from the Mass Air Sensor (M.A.S). Drawing A.

3 Remove the complete plastic air intake duct assembly from the throttle body. Drawing A.

4 Remove the air intake duct from the base of the filter box. Drawing A.

5 Remove the original air filter and replace with the K&N filter.

6 Bend down bracket and screw, Drawing B. Fit the new hose onto the M.A.S but don't 
fully tighten the hose clip yet. Fit the large end of the hose to the throttle body, twist the 
hose anticlockwise to give the maximum clearance over the cam covers, then firmly tighten 
the two hose clips.

7 Final check for clearance including the screw under the new rubber intake hose.

8 Cold Air Hose.
Carefully expand the flexi hose to approximately 50cm / 20", position the hose into the 
lower air intake. Drawing B.

9 Using a long plastic tie attach the cold air hose to the bracket on the radiator. Using the 
other long plastic tie, attach the other end of the hose to a convenient position. Models 
may vary.

10 Tuning. CAT. Cars. No adjustments can be made.
An increase in fuel may be required if further engine modifications are to be carried out.

11 Filter maintenance.
Under normal conditions clean and reoil the filter at approx. 100,000 miles / 160,000 Km
Use only K&N Cleaner and oil and follow the instructions carefully.

K&N Filters are pre oiled ready to fit.

If not, it is essential that the person fitting the kit (e.g. mechanic) carefully follows these
particular instructions even if he has fitted K&N kits before.  This will save you both time and
money.  Kits incorrectly fitted may show a loss in performance e.g. the positioning of the essential
cold air hose, (flexi expandable and rubber hoses are used).

A final check under the bonnet, by yourself, with the instructions, would seem sensible.

The enclosed rubber hose has been folded for packing purposes. The hose will return to its
original shape if left in a warm area for 20 minutes, e.g. on top of a radiator.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

CLAMP ON AIR FILTERS

Gently tighten the hose clip to the point where
the filter will just rotate on the pipe or intake
flange  Reposition the K&N logo straight, then
give the clip two turns i.e. 360  , no more.
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
